Always wanted to test-drive a Ferrari 458 
Italia, a McLaren MP4-12C, or a Porsche  997 
Turbo S at top speeds? Exotics Racing 
(exoticsracing.com) is just 20 minutes from 
the Las Vegas strip and offers classroom 
instruction, ride alongs, and driving experi-
ences (from $199 for five laps). The fleet of 
35 luxury cars includes the 700-horsepower 
Lamborghini Aventador with a sticker price 
of approximately $440,000. While Ferraris 
and Lamborghinis are the most-requested 
models, combo deals allow drivers to test out 
up to 13 different models on the 1.2-mile track 
that includes seven turns and an 1,800-foot 
straight. The track was designed by Exotics 
Racing co-owner and French stunt and race-
car driver Romain Thievin, who was Matt 
Damon’s stunt double in The Bourne Identity. 
Since all the cars have paddle shifters, drivers 
don’t need to know how to drive a manual 
transmission. Roundtrip shuttle service from 
your hotel on the strip is also available. 

Renovated  
and Renewed
Quail Lodge & Golf Club (quaillodge.com) opened in March after a $28 
million renovation. The 93-room Carmel Valley property (lodge from $195 
per night, golf from $100), which has been closed since 2009, is on 850 acres 
of fairways, meadows, and lakes. The on-site par-71 course designed by Robert 
Muir Graves has three sets of tees at each hole, is semiprivate, and only open to 
the public at certain times of the day.

The lodge is also home to the Land Rover Experience Driving School (from 
$250 for a one-hour lesson), which teaches drivers how to handle challenging 
off-road conditions like steep ascents and descents, side tilts, hairpin turns, 
and climbing piles of logs. Each driver is accompanied in the car by an 
instructor, and the lesson is customized to that driver’s skill and interest. 

Though the lodge just reopened, the land has an interesting history. Before 
opening as a hotel in 1967, the property was the Carmel Valley Dairy owned by 
Dwight Morrow Jr., the brother-in-law of Charles Lindbergh. The last renova-
tion (to the tune of $25 million) was in 2003, but the economy forced the hotel 
to close in 2009 even though the golf club and course remained open. The new 
renovations encompass all public spaces and guest rooms; other amenities 
include a restaurant and breakfast lounge, tennis courts, swimming pools, two 
bocce courts, an executive nine-hole putting course, and nature trails.
